Distinctive Features

Flexible Program Structure — Students can purse
the integrated BA in Anthropology and master’s
degree in Liberal Arts and Sciences (LAS) in the
classroom, online or in a combination of both
formats. Additionally, students have a variety of
elective options: write a thesis, work on an applied
project or pursue an internship. All these options
feature a close working relationship with a faculty
director chosen from the graduate faculty within the

College of Arts and Sciences (CAS).

Student Organizations —Western’s
Anthropology and Sociology Club (WASC) and
the LAS Student Organization (LASSO) are
comprised of undergraduate and graduate students
and faculty advisers. The groups sponsor speakers
and events relating to diversity issues, culture,
sustainability and environmental awareness, and
the social side of education, medicine, politics and
many other subjects.

Special Opportunities — Our faculty teach
short-term study abroad courses/field schools to
Germany, Puerto Rico, India, Peru and Ecuador. We
also offer a summer archaeological field school
where students explore the prehistoric past.

Admission Requirements

Undergraduate Anthropology students may apply
for admission to the Integrated Baccalaureate and
Master’s Degree Program after completing 60
semester hours (sH) of undergraduate coursework,
a minimum of 30 su of which must have been
completed at WIU. Applicants for admission to the
integrated program must have a cumulative grade
point average of at least 3.25, and a GPA of 3.25 in
the anthropology major.
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To apply to the integrated program, students

should submit the following documents to the

WIU School of Graduate Studies:

* A School of Graduate Studies application form,
available at wiu.edu/graduate_studies

¢ Official transcripts from each college or
university previously attended

* A one- to two-page personal statement that
explains career goals and how the integrated
program will further those objectives

* Three confidential letters of recommendation

Applications will be reviewed when all application
materials are received by the School of Graduate
Studies.

Integrated Degree Course Requirements

Admission must be granted by the School of

Graduate Studies before a student will be allowed

to enroll in the integrated program’s bridge

(“B”) courses. Students may begin taking bridge

courses after the completion of 90 su. Students

in the integrated program may use 9 su of the

following bridge courses to satisfy both the BA in

Anthropology and the Master’s of Liberal Arts and

Sciences degree:
